What types of positions are available for 

my agency? 

 
We offer 4 types of positions to best suit your  

agencyôs needs. 
Full -Time:  

Agency contributes $5,400 in cash match 

Members serve 1700 hours over the program year  

Members earn $11,600 in a yearly stipend  

Members receive $4,725 in an education award 
 

Part-Time:  

Agency contributes $2,700 in cash match 

Members serve 900 hours over the program year 

Members earn $5,800 in a yearly stipend  

Members receive $2,362.50 in an education award  
 

Reduced Part-Time:  

Agency contributes $2,160 in cash match 

Members serve 675 hours over the program year 

Members earn $4,640 in a yearly stipend  

Members receive $1800 in an education award  
 

Professional Corps:  

Serve 1700 hours over the program year through a 

professional job at a not-for-profit agency 

Members receive $4725 in an education award
